We offer a 10% tuition discount on the second and subsequent children in a given year. The 10% is deducted from the class with the lower tuition. This 10% does not apply to the fundraising fee.

~ MFLC FUNDRAISING POLICY ~
Mushroom Family Learning Center is a freestanding preschool, which means that we are not affiliated with any church or other organization.  We have our own Board of Directors that works together with the school staff and families to make MFLC the great place that it is for our children.  Our board meets monthly, and all families are invited to attend.  Every family has a stake in the corporation that is our school, and everyone has an opportunity to share thoughts and ideas. Because MFLC is a freestanding preschool and does not have an affiliation with the congregation, we do pay a monthly rent (approximately $2000). Many do not understand that the tuition MFLC families pay does not fully cover all operating expenses, salaries, AND rent. In order to keep our tuition competitive with other preschools in the area (most of which do not pay a substantial rent), we must participate in fundraisers to make up the difference of what tuition alone does not cover. In the past, fundraising has been optional.  However, the responsibility seems to be falling on the very small percentage of families that regularly participate. So to “level the playing field”, we have changed our policy so that each family is now responsible for a portion of the fundraising, based on the classes that their children are involved (more hours in school, the higher the fee). There are several options of how to cover this fee. You may pay it up front and never have to worry about fundraising, or you may work off your fee by the deadlines (50% by December 15th and 50% by April 15th) by participating in fundraisers that will yield at least a 40% contribution to your fundraising fee. We will have several fundraisers throughout the year.
